The NASW, MS Chapter announces the Call for Student Poster Abstracts for the 2012 Annual Conference. The selected abstracts will be displayed in poster format during the conference and will be judged based on the subject’s relevance to social work practice, social work research references, and quality of the poster presentation.  
Students from CSWE schools of social work are invited to submit the following application form to the Chapter office by February 3, 2012.   Student poster subjects shall be related to one of the following categories:  aging, children & families, health, mental health, ethics, community activism, or diversity.  The submission form shall include a faculty signature that indicates review and approval of the student’s project.  All accepted student poster abstract titles and students’ names and schools will be referenced in the 2012 Conference Program.  
All social work students selected for the poster exhibit shall be presented a recognition certificate. The student recipient of Outstanding Bachelor Student Social Work Poster will receive a $50.00 award, and the Masters level student recipient of Outstanding Master Student Social Work Poster will receive a $100.00 award in addition to the recognition certificate.  If more than one (1) student participates in the selected poster exhibit, the award will be given to the primary student identified by his or her signature on the submitted abstract submission.  
Students selected to exhibit a poster shall be eligible to have the student conference registration fee waived IF their conference registration is submitted by March 14, 2012. Only one (1) student participating in the selected posted exhibition shall have his or her registration fee waived with conference registration submitted by due date. Selected student participants who do not register for the conference by March 14 or who are one of a number of students participating on one selected poster exhibits will be asked to pay full student registration fee. Students selected are expected to participate in the conference to be available at their poster exhibit during the judging on March 22.  The Student Poster Awards will be given during the Closing Luncheon on March 23, 12:40pm-2:00pm.  
The student shall be responsible for providing his/her poster materials if selected for
exhibit.  The NASW, MS Chapter will provide a skirted table for the poster display. The NASW, MS Chapter will not be responsible for any poster display materials provided by the student and/or school.

Students submitting a poster proposal and their faculty sponsors will be notified of acceptance by February 18, 2012.
